March is a month of preparation in Florida. Sixteen Major League baseball teams will spend the month
practicing and preparing for the upcoming baseball season. March is also a time of spiritual
preparation. This year the entire month of March is taken up by the season of Lent. Lent s forty days
long, representing the time that, according to the Bible, Jesus spent in the desert before the beginning
of his public ministry, where he endured temptation by Satan.

Ash Wednesday, which was February 17, marks the beginning of Lent. The traditional purpose of Lent is the preparation
of the believer —through prayer, penitence, and self-denial —for the annual commemoration during Holy Week of the
suffering and death of Jesus. It also serves to prepare the believers for Easter Sunday, the celebration of the
Resurrection of Jesus Christ.

This year at Faith we are using two separate tracks to assist in this preparation. Lenten mid week and Holy Week
services will feature a series tited @ T h e B o d y Pasiof Fisckzhwithiassistancedfrom the elders, will lead us in
this series which focuses on our Lord's humanity, the human body in which he wrought our salvation. Week by week,
responsive calls to worship, Scripture readings, hymn stanzas, and prayers invite congregation members to focus their
attention on: the feet of Christ; the eyes of Christ; the hands of Christ; the mouth of Christ; the ears of Christ; and the
heart of Christ. The midweek Lenten services are held every Wednesday at 5pm with a light dinner following at 6pm.

In Holy Week we will continue this theme with Pastor Wilke as we contemplate the blood of Christ on Maundy Thursday
and the body of Christ on Good Friday.

BOARD OF ELDERS

Here is a little history from LCMS concerning Lent and its significance in the church calendar.

Early in the Church's history, the major events in Christ's life were observed with special observances, such as His birth,
baptism, death, resurrection and ascension. As these observances developed, a period of time was set aside prior to the
major events of Jesus' birth and resurrection as a time of preparation.

During Lent, the Church's worship assumes a more penitential character. The color for the season is purple, a color often
associated with penitence. The "Hymn of Praise" is omitted from the liturgy. The word "Alleluia" is usually omitted as well.
By not using the alleluia--a joyful expression meaning "Praise the Lord"--until Easter, the Lenten season is clearly set
apart as a distinct time from the rest of the year. Additionally, it forms a powerful contrast with the festive celebration of
Jesus' resurrection when our alleluias ring loud and clear.

Finally, the penitential character of Lent is not its sole purpose. In the ancient Church, the weeks leading up to Easter
were a time of intensive preparation of the candidates who were to be baptized at the Easter vigil on Holy Saturday. This
time in the Church's calendar was seen as an especially appropriate time for Baptism because of the relationship be-
tween Christ's death and resurrection and our own in Holy Baptism (see Romans 6:1-11). This focus would suggest that
the season of Lent serves not only as a time to meditate on the suffering that Christ endured on our behalf but also as an
opportunity to reflect upon our own Baptism and what it means to live as a child of God.

Why worship during Lent at midweek services? Easy . ..

It's an additional opportunity for us Christians to meet God and give Him our praise for all that He has done for us and for
our salvation - the same reason | want to worship on Sunday, or Saturday, or any other day for that matter. | know He's
going to be there - for me and for those whom [ invite to come with me. His Word is a lamp for my feet, and a light for my
path. The Good News I'll hear that my sins are forgiven through Christ's suffering, death and resurrection is something |
need to hear. His victory over sin, death, and the devil is MY victory too! So, like the psalmist of old, "It's good to be in
the house of the Lord."

The First Commandment of God tells me "to fear (respect), love and trust in God above all things." The Third Command-
ment reminds me hold preaching and the Word of God sacred; to gladly hear and learn it, and to meditate on it. I'mto
honor and support the preaching and teaching of His Word.
